DEP Responses to 2/4/25 Questions from Mt. Eyre Residents:

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Contamination Testing — Can you confirm how many wells are contaminated and where they are

located? Are there additional properties that haven’t been tested that will be? Are you going to conduct

soil sampling to determine if there is any soil contamination? Are you removing contaminated soil and

replacing it with clean backfill?

DEP expects Energy Transfer to respond to this question.

Status of the Leak Investigation & Mitigation - \When did the leak start? How much product was lost?

How does Sunoco monitor the pipeline for safety? What can we anticipate moving forward for Sunoco to

ensure resolution of the pipeline so that a leak does not occur again? What is Sunoco’s plan for

addressing contaminated wells, cleaning ground water and providing filtration for future risk for those

houses in the neighborhood?

DEP expects Energy Transfer and PHSMA to respond to this question.

Health Concerns - Is our water safe for drinking, bathing and household tasks? What should residents

be doing to protect their health? What are the protocols if a well is tested negative or positive? How are

you going to monitor for those residents who do not currently have a positive well but may in the future?

DEP expects Energy Transfer to also answer this question and understands PADOH is creating resources

to address health related questions.

DEP recommends that residents test private well waters periodically. Here are some guidelines to

follow when testing your water that can be found at Water Testing | Department of Environmental

Protection | Commonwealth of Pennsylvania (click to open new window):

o Testyour water every year for total coliform bacteria, nitrates, total dissolved solids, and pH
levels.

o [fyou suspect other contaminants, test for those too.

o Always use a state certified laboratory that conducts drinking water tests.

Residents potentially impacted by the pipeline release can reach out to Energy Transfer’s hotline
(877-397-3383) to request sampling be conducted by Energy Transfer and/or they can perform their
own sampling and submit samples to a certified laboratory. A list of local certified laboratories was
provided to Upper Makefield Township and is available on their website
PrivateWells_LabCertification-dep.pdf (click to open new window). The recommended primary
compounds of concern to be analyzed at this time are listed below, along with the recommended
laboratory method.

DEP has also indicated in public meetings that if the supply well results meet the Statewide health
standard medium specific concentrations (MSCs), then the water can be used for drinking, cooking,
bathing, etc. A link to DEP’s MSCs can be found at Statewide Health Standards | Department of
Environmental Protection | Commonwealth of Pennsylvania (click to open new window). A summary
of the standards for primary compounds of concern are also included below.

They
capture our concerns. We anticipate that these questions will be answered in a comprehensive written response
if not addressed during the Township Meeting.

What’s Happening/Going On?:

1. What was the issue? What happened? How much product was spilled? When did the leak start, etc.
DEP expects Energy Transfer to respond to this question.

2. How many properties are affected? How many have been tested? How many are negative, positive, in
process? Where are they located, etc.?

DEP expects Energy Transfer to respond to this question.

3. Whatis the impact on health? For properties affected, is the water safe for drinking, cooking, bathing,
washing, watering lawns, etc. For property not affected, are there any immediate concerns?
DEP understands PADOH is creating resources to address health related questions.

DEP addressed this question in #3 Health Concerns above.

4. Whatis the immediate fix? Just replacing the faulty pipe? Will there be any other checks on other
sections? How do we know this will not re-occur on other parts of the pipeline? How will you monitor your
equipment?

DEP expects Energy Transfer to respond to this question.
5. Whatis the remediation plan for the neighborhood?
a. Forthe wells and properties impacted, what is the plan for remediation and continuous
monitoring?
b. Forthe wells that are not currently impacted but could be in the future. Are there any preventative
measures that need to be installed, and what is the plan for ongoing monitoring?
Energy Transfer indicated to DEP they will be entering the Act 2 cleanup program. Information about

13. Who should residents’ legal counsel contact for Sunoco, DEP and Upper Makefield Township?
As indicated in #4 Communication above, Alex Langan, Esq. (484-250-5930) is DEP’s internal counsel
assigned to this project.

14. Can you confirm how many contaminated wells there are and what streets that they are located on
(based off your most recent results)?
DEP expects Energy Transfer to respond to this question.

15. When did all of these issue(s) start? Can you please provide an accurate summary on the history of
everything that is happening and share a cohesive timeline, so we all understand?
DEP’s timeline of activities includes the following items:
In late September of 2023, DEP was made aware by a resident that ET was investigating in the area
for a possible leak in the Twin Oaks-Newark Pipeline. DEP reached out to ET for further information
and in early October of 2023, received sampling data from a residential well nearby that did not
indicate a detection of petroleum-based contaminants. ET also claimed that their investigation did
notindicate a release from the pipeline at that time. DEP provided information to the owner of the
well regarding testing and treatment systems that are commercially available.

In September and October 2024, DEP received four complaints asserting some issues with odor and
water quality concerns with their wells. The nature and frequency of the complaints did not indicate
a larger problem, and well owners were advised to look into testing and treatment systems if they
had questions about their wells. During this time, a homeowner’s sampling result indicated the
presence of bacteria but still no indication of petroleum-based products.

In December 2024, DEP was made aware of sampling conducted by a homeowner’s insurance
company indicating petroleum-based contaminants exceeding state standards, and the presence
of petroleum-based product floating on the surface of the well.

16. Can you share more details on what the pinhole is that has been found? What does that mean for all of
us?

How many known carcinogens/toxins have been identified?

DEP expects Energy Transfer to respond to this question and understands PADOH is creating resources to
address health related questions.

When or has the EPA been notified?

A notice of release was communicated to EPA through the National Response Center release
reporting system on February 2, 2025.

Has there been testing of area wells, sewers, aquifers, and ground water?

DEP expects Energy Transfer to respond to this question.

How deep did Sunoco go to test?

DEP expects Energy Transfer to respond to this question.

Did Sunoco install or do they plan to install additional/updated monitoring devices and where? (This
harkens back to previous problem where they indicating they had monitoring devices in place, but nothing
was noted by Sunoco devices this time —WHY?— it was only when neighbors began to smell chemical
gases or it impacted drinking water that Sunoco was contacted and was made aware of the situation)
DEP expects Energy Transfer to respond to this question.

What are the monitoring devices currently detecting?

Is there any reason to be concerned about contamination in the soil? And if so, what remediation efforts
does Sunoco plan to undertake?

DEP expects Energy Transfer to respond to this question.

What are the replacement plans for the pipes by Sunoco? Neighbors have been led to believe that the
lifespan of these pipes are 50-70 years old. And it sounds like we are in that range. How soon are they
going to patch things as leaks spring? When are there plans to a larger-scale replacement?

DEP expects Energy Transfer to respond to this question.

Exactly how are we supposed to suspect if we do have contamination? We understand that there could
be a smell, but is that always?

If your well is proximal to the pipeline release or a neighboring property with contamination, if it is
odorous, discolored, or has a chemical taste, then DEP recommends that you ask Energy Transfer to
test your water. DEP also understands PADOH is creating resources to address health related
questions. DEP also expects Energy Transfer to respond to this question.

If we test “ok” right now is that for sure going to stay that way? And if not, how could we know if we should
get tested again?

In general, DEP recommends that residents test private well waters periodically. Guidelines to
follow when testing your water that can be found at Water Testing | Department of Environmental
Protection | Commonwealth of Pennsylvania. DEP expects Energy Transfer to respond to planned
frequency of testing related to this release incident. DEP also understands PADOH is creating
resources to address health related questions.

How often will Sunoco provide more testing for us in the future to ensure that we have stayed
uncontaminated and when?

DEP expects Energy Transfer to respond to this question.

For the neighbors that are not currently affected but are in the immediate proximity of those who are, what
periodicity will our wells be tested so that we have assurance that the plume has not spread? We have
been restricting water use out of fear that the impacted areas will be drawn towards or expanded based
on unknowns subsurface water flows and seasonal variations to the aquifer? The other follow on is
similar. Those who are presently impacted are recycling the contamination into different layers of the
aquifer based on our septic systems, so in time, just not the deepest wells could likewise be
contaminated.

Is the contaminated water safe to bathe, wash clothes, dishes and hands with?

DEP understands PADOH is creating resources to address health related questions.

Are we all connected to the same aquafer? Or do we all have our own water that is not connected to each
other?

DEP expects Energy Transfer to respond to this question.

What steps need to be taken to move us from well water to municipal water?

DEP expects Upper Makefield Township and Energy Transfer to respond to this question.

DEP acknowledges that financial assistance is available for water quality improvement projects in
Pennsylvania through the Pennsylvania Infrastructure Investment Authority (PENNVEST).
